Our decision to enter the Third and Fourth eleven into the turf Mercantile Cricket Association was correct, as seen by the competitiveness of the 3rd XI in MCA B Grade and the exposure to turf cricket for a number of our young developing juniors, who played in the fourths during the year.  The Committee appreciated the fact that joining Mercantile would be a move away from our historical hard wicket presence at Hislop Park, reduce our participation in the Non Turf grades of the Eastern Cricket Association and to a degree expose the Fifth XI in terms of age and experience, but we had previously identified the need to develop our young cricketers on turf as a high priority.  As a Club, we were impressed by the flexibility and efficiency of the Mercantile Cricket Association and encouraged by the spirit and control under which its matches are played.

Season 2000-01 saw Canterbury field eleven junior teams and for the first time, administered by a sub-committee chaired by Dennis Crook, with support from Warwick Dalton.  Congratulations to all who wore the Canterbury colours.  All teams competed in the Canterbury spirit and the efforts of the Under 12 B and Under 12 C teams in finishing second in their non-finals competitions are to be commended.  In those junior grades where finals were conducted, we saw the Under 12 A, Under 14 A, 14 B and 14 C teams compete for higher honours.  Unfortunately the three Under 14 teams lost their semi final, but the highlight of Canterbury's on field performance was the Under 12 A team winning the R.J. Barker Premiership Shield.  Congratulations to all the boys who played during the year and to Adrian Ryan and Ferdinand Zito for their management and coaching of the team.

The organisation and control of eleven junior teams is a daunting task and I would like to thank all members of the junior sub-committee, team coaches/managers and parents who were involved with transport or match day duties.

Canterbury's 'Milo Have a Go' program keeps going from strength to strength due to the tireless efforts of John Bate and interested parents.  This program has been instrumental in introducing junior cricketers to the Club and we are seeing the value of this program in the number and quality of our juniors.

Greg's commitment to the spirit and tradition of the game is exemplary and his leadership within the Club and captaincy of the First XI is first class.
